


 

a. If feasible, Kirk Kerkorian School of Medicine at UNLV may allow residents already 
enrolled in the program to complete their training program. When continuing a resident’s 
education is not feasible, Kirk Kerkorian School of Medicine at UNLV will, to the degree 
possible, assist residents affected by program closure in enrolling in a program where 
they can continue their education. There is no guarantee, however, that a resident will be 
selected for another program within or outside of Kirk Kerkorian School of Medicine at 
UNLV. 

POLICY PRIORITY 
I. Kirk Kerkorian School of Medicine at UNLV will plan and implement program reduction guidelines 

for each situation, consistent with applicable GMEC policies and procedures. 

II. The chair and program director are responsible for communicating necessary information to the 
department/residents. 

III. All differences of opinion, interpretation and application of this policy and its supporting guidelines 
are reserved for final determination by the GMEC.
