- understand that design solutions affect and are impacted by the interface of
furniture with distribution and construction systems and vertical circulation systems

- understand that design solutions affect and are impacted by distribution systems

including power, mechanical, HVAC, data/voice, telecommunications, plumbing,

energy, security, and building controls
- understand the principles of indoor air quality and how the selection and application

of products and systems impact indoor air quality
