POLICIES FOR THE SCIENCE AND ENGINIEERING
BUILDING COMMON AREAS AND OFFICE SPACE

I. INTRODUCTION:

The Science & Engineering Building (SEB) has been architecturally designed and
furnished to a strict building standard and with a theme of Science on Display. To promote the
display of science, the building is fitted with large windows in the laboratories, illuminated
public corridor display boards, and areas within the lobby to allow public display of the research
going on within the building. The SEB has been built to the specifications for Leadership in
Energy and Environmental Design (LEED), silver certification. Components of this include
large windows, which allow ample ambient light into laboratory, office, and public areas, as well
as building standards commensurate with LEED approved furnishings.

1. DEFINITIONS:

SCIENCE ON DISPLAY: Philosophy of teaching, learning, and integrating the study of
science and engineering into the very experience of walking through the building.

LEED (Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design): Green Building Rating
System, developed by the U.S. Green Building Council (USGBC), which provides a suite
of standards for environmentally sustainable construction. Technical criteria for LEED
certification are reviewed by USGBC membership for approval and compliance.

1. POLICY:

A) Assignable Space Usage:

The Science & Engineering Building has large office clusters and hallways which
will allow free movement of researchers throughout a common space. With regards to the
placement of items, consideration will always be given to the promotion of collaboration

Maintenance: Routine cleaning, access to utilities and servicing of equipment
cannot be compromised by the location and use of equipment and furnishings.

3) Aesthetics: The appearance and cleanliness of the common areas, laboratories
and offices affects the working environment, efficiency, organization, as well as
public and professional perceptions of the University, and cannot be unduly
compromised. Common areas and multiuse office areas must be kept clean and
relatively uncluttered.
