


anesthesiologists attendings. The majority of the third-year the residents will be on a 
mobile, office-based anesthesiology rotation where under the direct supervision of 
dentist anesthesiologist attendings they will provide the full spectrum of sedation 
and anesthesia to patients in dental offices. 
 
Medicine Rotations: 
Residents will participate in medicine rotations consisting of one month each of 
Internal Medicine and Intensive Care during their first year and two months of 
Pediatrics in their second year. 
 
Literature review sessions will be conducted monthly for the duration of the 
program. Residents will engage in at least one (1) month of scholarly activity and 
present their results in a scientific and/or educational forum. 
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
